Research Article of structural equations. The research population was 3152 students of
the second secondary level of Saqez city, and a sample of 342 people
was selected using stratified random sampling based on Cochran's
formula. In order to collect data, Golparvar's Educational Justice
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15 May 2025 Academic Performance Questionnaire (1999) were used. The validity
of the instruments was confirmed by the opinion of professors of
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. educational sciences and psychology, and the reliability of each

educational justice and academic vitality are able to explain 27% of
the variance of the variable of academic performance (P=<0.05).

Conclusion: According to the findings, educational justice and
academic vitality can have a positive effect on academic performance.

Introduction

One of the important goals and tasks of education is to create a basis for the all-round development of the
individual and the education of healthy, thoughtful and responsible people to play a role in individual and
social life. Since students, as the basic foundation of the country's education system, have a special role
and place in achieving the goals of the education system, paying attention to this class of society in terms
of education and training, fertility and prosperity as much as possible in the education and training system
of the society (Mahmoudi, Isazadegan, Amani and Kitabi, 2012). It is clear that education is necessary not
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only for the development of individuals but also for the development of society (Mahdavi-Rad, Farzad,
Koshki, 2018). Academic status can be influenced by various factors. Research has shown that many
factors influence the academic performance of students. According to experts, emotional abilities and
competences are one of the most important determining and influencing factors on academic performance
(Austin, Saklovzek, Egan, 2015). According to the definition, academic performance is one of the most
important parameters in Predicting the future situation of learners is used to acquire the necessary scientific
and practical qualifications and skills (Suarez, Guisande, Almeida, Paramo, 2009).One of the important
and basic things in relation to academic performance and learning; It is the academic vitality that has
emerged in the 20th century and has opened a new field for researchers (Rahimi and Zarei, 2015).
According to the definition, the abilities and talents that make people adapt to threats, obstacles and
difficulties and pressures in the field of education are the head of academic life. Martin and Marsh (2008).
One of the factors affecting students' vitality at the school level is students' perception of educational
justice, which has always played a role in students' academic performance (Mazrooghi, Heydari, 2016).
They consider justice to be the most fundamental factor of social institutions and because education and
schools are part of social institutions; The discussion of justice in educational environments has always
been of interest (McLeod, 2010). In general, determining the effective factors in academic progress is
always one of the concerns of education professionals, and in this regard, the research in this regard is still
ongoing and includes important axes; However, the realization of educational goals requires that children
grow and study in suitable and safe environments away from any kind of mistreatment (Khazari, Ebrahimi,
Qavam, 2014).

Methods

This research was quantitative in terms of main strategy and descriptive-correlation in terms of analytical
method. The population of the current research is all the students of the second secondary level of Sagez
city with a number of 3152 people. To select the sample size, Cochran's formula was used (at the alpha
level of 0.05; the error value is 0.05 and the P and q ratio is equal to 0.5). Therefore, the sample size was
chosen equal to 342 people. . A questionnaire was used to collect data. Therefore, from Gol Parvar's
educational justice perception questionnaire (1389) in the form of fourteen questions and in a five-point
Likert scale; Hossein Chari and Dehghanizadeh's academic vitality questionnaire (2013) in the form of
nine questions in a five-level spectrum and at the end of Pham and Taylor's (1999) academic performance
questionnaire in five dimensions (self-efficacy, emotional effects, planning, lack of outcome control,
motivation) was used in the form of forty-eight questions in a five-point Likert scale. Cronbach's alpha
method was used to determine the reliability of the research tool. The alpha of the questionnaires was,
respectively, perception of educational justice (0.91), academic vitality (0.85) and academic performance
(0.93). The content validity of the research tools was confirmed by the opinion of three professors of
psychology and educational sciences. Confirmatory factor analysis was used to determine the construct
validity of the research tools. To analyze the data, statistical methods of frequency distribution, mean,
standard deviation, Pearson correlation matrix and confirmatory path analysis were used using LISREL
software. It should be noted that out of a total of 342 questionnaires, 335 questionnaires were able to be
analyzed.

Results

According to the results obtained from the analysis of the presented structural equations, it can be seen that
the variable of perception of educational justice has a positive direct effect (0.30), a positive indirect effect
(0.078) and a positive total effect (0.378) and is significant on The academic performance variable is at the
level of 0.05. The academic vitality variable has a positive (0.23) and significant direct effect on the
academic performance variable at the 0.05 level. The variable of perception of educational justice with an
indirect path coefficient through academic vitality (0.078) and t value (3.47) have an indirect, positive and
significant effect on the variable of academic performance at the level of 0.05. Structural model fit indices
are: chi-square value (667.55), degree of freedom (347), ratio of chi-square to degree of freedom (1.92),
RMSEA (0.037), CFI (0.98), GFI (0.95) and AGFI (0.91) according to the results obtained from the fit
indices in the confirmatory path analysis model of the research, it can be said: the ratio of chi-square to the
degree of freedom according to the criterion in question indicates the appropriate fit of the conceptual
model with the experimental model. The value of the RMSEA index is in the range of the acceptable
criterion, and this also indicates the acceptable error value. The values of CFI, GFI, and AGFI indices are
also evaluated according to the relevant criteria and indicate the appropriate fit of the structural model.
Therefore, it can be said that the structural model of the research has a suitable and acceptable fit.
Conclusion

The present study was conducted with the aim of modeling the mediating role of academic vitality in the
relationship between the perception of educational justice and the academic performance of students. The
results of the analysis showed that the component of the perception of educational justice affects the
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academic performance of students both directly and indirectly through the mediation of the component of
academic vitality. Yarqali (2013), Shafi-pour Teherin (2015), Sarmadi and Masoumi Fard (2014), Yoludog
and Yartan (2013) etc. were in agreement. Lessons in school, from the classroom to the university
classroom, regardless of the type of people and the age of the people, affect the academic status and
especially the academic performance and progress. Academic vitality and educational justice are among
the very important topics that must be paid attention to for the growth and development of any knowledge.
Education is essential. Students and their perception of the educational situation has an effect on their
behavior in the educational environment and if they feel that they are treated fairly in the educational
environment and based on their efforts, they can Those who achieve success can show better performance.
In this regard, the interaction of the school elements, including the principal, executive staff and students,
which shapes the students' perception of the educational environment, affects the students' academic effort
and if there is a sense of justice in the students, with More motivated and present in the class and
challenges related to it and increase the probability of their success. In general, students with a proper
perception of educational justice and high vitality show more resistance to solve challenges. and shows
more attention and reflection in solving them, and these factors increase the probability of their success
and finally improving their academic performance.
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
